ACCOMMODATION AND
WELFARE POLICY

International Students

CARE FOR YOUNGER STUD ENTS UNDER 18 YEARS

The Cathedral School is a CRICOS-registeredyider which enrols yanger students under 18
years of age. As part of its registrationligations The Cathedral School must satisfy
Commonwealth and state legislation, as well asathgr regulatory requirements, relating to child
welfare and protection for any overseas st enrolled who is under 18 years of age.

These obligations include ensurithgit all overseas students und&8 years of age are given age-and
culturally-appropriate information on who to coatt in emergency situations, including contact
number/s of a nominated staff member, and hoveéek assistance andp@rt any incident or
allegation involving actual or alleged sexual, physical or other abuse.

The Cathedral School has documented procedurdating to child welfare and safety, and will
implement these procedures ingrevent that there are any conaes for the welfare of a student
under 18 years of age.

The Cathedral School approves the folloggiaccommodation and welfare arrangements.

1. The student will live with a parent or re lative approved by the Department of
Immigration.

In this case, the school does not provide a Widfaetter (CAAW) via PRIBIS. The student’s family
completes Form 157N and provides proof of relatghnp to the Department of Immigration at the
time of visa application for approval of themgangements. The Department of Immigration must
also approve any further change in welfare arrangements.

N.B. This is the only accommodation for primaghool students enrolling at The Cathedral School.

If the adult responsible for the welfare, accomwahation and other support arrangements for a
student under 18 years holds a Student guardian {&shclass 590), all obligations and conditions of
this visa must be met, including:

X not leaving Australia without the nominatistudent unless there are compassionate and
compelling circumstances and the Schod fiist approved alternative welfare and
accommodation arrangements for the studéat the adult’s period of absence, and

X advising the Department of Immigration of ashange of address, g&port or other changes
of circumstances.

The Cathedral School requires holders of Student Guardian Visas to:
X maintain Overseas Visitor Health Cover fitremselves and any dependent children living
with them in Australia
immediately advise the School of ahange to address or contact details
immediately advise the School if there @y compassionate or compelling reasons to
travel overseas or not be at home for an exigged period of time to care for the student.
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If there is a valid reason for travelling overseas] the School is able to approve alternative
accommodation and care arrangements for the stutdor the period of student guardian visa
holder’'s absence, the School will provide docuntaion approving temporary care arrangements
for the student to the studens guardian and for the Departmeof Immigration via PRISMS.

If there is not a valid reason fdravelling overseas, or if thBchool is not able to approve
alternative accommodation and care arrangementste student for the period of student guardian
visa holder’s absence, the student will needravel overseas with the holder of the student
guardian visa. In this case, the School will adivsampulsory attendance requirements will or will
not be affected by the student’s absence.

2. The student will live in school-approved boarding or homestay accommodation
and The Cathedral School will genera te the Welfare Letter (CAAW) via
PRISMS to accompany the student’s Confirmation of Enrolment (COE).

Accommodation options that may be approvedye Cathedral School for full fee paying 500
(formerly 571) visa subclass studentsler 18 years of age include:
X School Boarding House
X Homestay Program operated lyy approved by the school
X Private accommodation and caserangements requested by tiparent but approved by the
School which meet all requirements undeteeant state and commonwealth legislation.

The Cathedral School will maintain approgéaccommodation and care arrangements until:

X the student completes the ewse and departs Australia

X the student turns 18 years

X any appeals processes in relation to Thehearal School’s intentions to cancel the
student’s enrolment has been finalised (includimgpensions, cancellations, course progress
and attendance)

X the student has alternative welfare arrangemeayproved by anotheregistered provider

X a parent or nominated relative approved byetBepartment of Immigration assumes care of
the student

x The Cathedral School has notified the Departmeftmmigration that it is no longer able to
approve the student’s welfare arrangementsd &ias taken the required action after not
being able to contact the student.

Any accommodation, welfare and other support arramgents for the student must be approved by
The Cathedral School, including arrengents provided by third parties.

Accommodation and care arrangenterre checked prior to approvand at least every six months
thereafter to ensure they are approjate to the student’s age and needs.

Any adults involved in or providing accommodatemd welfare arrangements to the student have a
blue card as appropriatéftps://www.bluecard.gld.gov.au/

Any changes to approved arrangementssiralso be approved by the School.

If a student cannot be located and the School ¢ascerns for his/her welfare, the School will
contact the student’s parents / legal guardian antfythe police and any other relevant authorities.
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If a student for whom the School has issued aAWArefuses to maintairpproved arrangements,
the School will report this to the Department dinmigration and advise the student to contact the
Department of Immigration to ensure visaplfitations are understood. (See Department of
Immigration office addresses at:

CHANGES IN ACCOMMODATION

Students moving to a new address must inforra 8chool in writing within 7 days of taking up
residence at the new address.

Students living in school-approved accommodatrarst not change accommodation arrangements
without school approval. A request to changecammodation arrangements must include written
permission from parents/guardians.

Students may apply to move from boarding to hatay after completing at least one full semester
in boarding, if boarding proves be unsuitable for their needé\pproval must be obtained from
parents and the School Principal, and is sulifeavailability of a suitable host family.
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
